� Rotavirus is a highly contagious virus. It is the most common organism that causes 

diarrhoea among children which may lead to hospitalization and death.  

� There is no specific treatment for Rotavirus diarrhoea. 

� Prevention of Rotavirus infection can be attained by improving personal and 

environmental hygiene and also by proper vaccination.   

� Rotavirus vaccine will be administered 2.5 ml orally to infants at 6, 10 and 14 weeks 

along with other vaccines in routine immunization schedule in all government 

health facilities on every Thursday at free of cost. 

� Rotavirus vaccine is being included in Universal Immunization Programme of 

Puducherry from 29
th

 August, 2019 onwards.
